Brazil is a developing country. As such, there is a market demand for low-cost, however, very creative products. The style (which can be called "Latin Style") is very keen.  The pieces should have through lines, rhythm and in the colors must be in harmony.   Another point to be highlighted is the use of balloons in 95% of the composition.
Similar to the use of floral foam used as a foundation in flower arrangements, this technique makes use of different elements to support the balloons without using floral foam, cups & sticks or any other materials which could be either fragile or expensive (or both).

The EaSY System was invented by accident when having to cover with balloons the structure of an airplane sculpture (tube shaped).
It is a very simple technique (and easy as the name says). With this method it is possible to quickly cover round poles and columns without the need of using ladders even for very high pieces. It is also possible to cover square or rectangular columns but it does not give the same visual results as for the round poles.
